Making Government Better:
Resources to Strengthen the Procurement Process

Public procurement is a critical function of government. It involves dispersing our
taxpayers’ dollars and demands wise stewardship. The purpose of this Advisory is to
provide a list of institutions/associations that offer training and certification courses, a
sample of available training classes, and books/publications that provide information on
good procurement practices. This is not an exhaustive list; rather it is a starting point for
professionals who want to enhance their knowledge, skills and abilities on the topic of
public procurement.

Institutions/Associations

The following institutions/associations provide education and certification opportunities
for procurement professionals. For example, the National Institute of Governmental
Purchasing offers preparatory classes for professionals wishing to earn the designation
of a Certified Professional Public Buyer and/or a Certified Public Procurement Officer.

National Association of State Procurement Officials (NASPO) — dedicated to
strengthening the procurement community through education, research and

National Institute of Governmental Purchasing (NIGP) — develops supports
and promotes the public procurement profession through premier educational and
research programs, professional support and technical services. (www.nigp.com)

professionals associated with public sector procurement and supply management.

State & Local Government Procurement: A Practical Guide: identifies the
current forces that are challenging the role of state or local government
procurement officer and describes the principals and practices that are at the heart
of a procurement system.

provides statutory principals and policy guidelines for managing and controlling the
procurement of supplies, services and construction for public purposes. (American
